$250 to qualifying veterans as part of
stimulus spending.

Altogether, the VA said it will spend mor
than $1.4 billion in stimulus money as part

Great Escape

| know or believe that the majority of veteran
have seen the movie Great Escape starring Ste
McQueen. However; did you know that on
March 24, 1944llied prisoners begin théreat
Escapeat Stalag Luftll? The camp wasudlt so
that it woulddeter escapes with raised barracks
sandy soil, and high fences, Stalag Luft Il saw
two of World Wars greatest escapes. In Octobe
1943, Lieutenant Michael Codner, Flight
Lieutenant Eric Williams, and Flight Lieutenant
Oliver Philpot escaped after uting a wooden
vaulting horse to cover their tunneling activities
The following spring, the camp's Escape
Committee (X Organization) conducted a mass
escape on the night of March 24/25, 1944.
Beginning with three tunnels designated Tom,
Dick, andHarry; X focused their efforts on Tom.
Just short of completion, Tom was discovered
the Germans in September 1943. Turning their
attention to Harry, X completed the tunnel by
March. On a moonless night, 76 men successfu
escaped from the camp. Of the escapalébut
three were recaptured. Angered by the mass
escape, Hitler ordered 50 of the escapees shot

April 10, 1942 - During World War Il in
the Pacific, the Bataan Death March
began as American and Filipipoisoners
were forced on gix day marctrom an
airfield on Bataan to a camp near
Cabanatuan

April 10, 1945- The Nazi concentration
camp aBuchenwald was libetad by
U.S. troops. Located near Weimar in
Germany, Buchenwald was established
in July of 1937 to hold criminals and wa
one of the first major concentration
camps

April 12, 1861 - TheU.S. Civil War
began as Confederate troops under the
command of GerRierre Beauregard
opened fire at 4:30 a.m. ¢iort Sumter

in Charleston, South Carolina

April 12, 1945 - Presidentranklin D
Rooseveldied suddenly at Warm
Springs, Georgia.

April 14, 1865 - PresidenfAbraham
Lincoln was shot andhortally wounded
while wathing a performance @ur
American Cousimat Ford's Theater in
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Washington.

April 15, 1912- In the icy waters off
Newfoundland, the luxury lineFitanic
with 2,224 persons on board sank at 2:2
a.m. after striking an iceberg just before
midnight

April 18, 1775- The Midnight Rideof
Paul Revere and William Dawes occurre
as the two men rode out of Boston abou
10 p.m. to warn patriots at Lexington anc
Concord of the approaching British
April 18, 1942 - The first air raid on
mainland Japan during World War II
occurred as Gen. James Doolittle led a
squadron of B25 bombergaking offfrom
the carrier Hornet to bomb Tokyo and
three other cities.

April 19, 1775- At dawn in
Massachusetts, about 70 armeititramen
stood face to face on Lexington Green
with a British advance guard unit. An
unordered 'shot heard around the world'
began théAmerican Revolution

April 19, 1989- Forty seven U.S. sailors
were killed by an explosion in a gun turre
on the USSowa during gunnery exercise
in the waters off Puerto Rico

explosion resulted in a meltdown of the
nuclear fuelnd a radioactive cloud
spreading into the atmosphere, eventug
covering most of Europe

e April 27, 1865- On the Mississippi
River, the worst steamship disaster in
U.S. History occurred as an explosion
aboard thé&ultanakilling nearly 2,000
passengersnostly Unionsoldierswho
had been prisoners of war and were
returning home
