VA PROVIDES OVERDUE RELIEF FOR
VETERANS IN NURSING HOMES

WASHINGTON, D.C.7T Serat e Vet er
Committee Chairman Daniel K. Akaka{Bl) and
Senator Russ Feingold {¥l) today applauded
news that the Department of Veterans Affairs
(VA) is finally implementing a law to reimburse
state nursing homes for the full cost of the care
they provide for certain seriously disabled
veterans.More than two years after Congress
passed legislation to provide full nursing home
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reimbursements for veterans with disabilities
rated 70 percent or greater, castapped states
and more than a thousadisabled and elderly
veterans stand to ben
implementation.VA will pay retroactive
reimbursements for nursing home care back to
March 21, 2007.

This Month in May

May 1 - Observed as May Day, a holiday and
spring festival since ancient times. It became a
workers' day in the U.Sn the 1880s and is also
observed in Socialist countries as a workers'
holiday or Labor Day.

May 1, 1707- Great Britain was formed from a
union between England and Scotland. The unid
included Wales which had already been part of
England since the 1580The United Kingdom
today consists of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland.

May 1, 1960- A U-2 spy plane flying at 60,000
feet was shot dowthe pilot, CIA agent Francis

Gary Powers, survived the crash, and was trie
convicted and sentenced to 10 yearprison by
a Moscow court.

May 4, 1886- The Haymarket Square Riot
occurred in Chicago after 180 police officers
advanced on 1,300 persons gathered in the
square listening to speeches of labor activists
and anarchists. A bomb was thrown. Seven
police wee killed and over 50 wounded. Four
anarchists were then charged with conspiracy
kill, convicted and hanged while another
committed suicide in jail. Three others were
given lengthy jail terms.

May 4, 1970- At Kent State University, four
were killed byNational Guardsmen who opene
fire on a crowd of 1,000 students protesting
President Richard Nixon's decision to invade
Cambodia. Eleven others were wounded.

May 5 - Celebrated in Mexico as Cince

Mayo, a national holiday in remembrance of th
Battle of Puebla in 1862, in which Mexican
troops under General Ignacio Zaragoza,
outnumbered three to one, defeated the invad
French forces of Napoleon lIl.

May 5, 1893- The Wall Street Crash of 1893
began as stock prices fell dramatically. By the
end of the gar, 600 banks closed and several
railroads were in receivership. Another 15,000
businesses went bankrupt amid 20 percent
unemployment. It was the worst economic cris
in U.S. history up to that time.

May 6, 1937- The German airship Hindenburg
burst into flames at 7:20 p.m. as it neared the
mooring mast at Lakehurst, New Jersey,
following a transAtlantic voyage.

May 7, 1915- The British passenger ship
Lusitaniacarrying 2,000 passengers was
torpedoed by a German submarine off the cog
of Ireland, losing 1,198 of its 1,924 passenger
including 114 Americans. The attack hastenec
neutral America's entry into World War |.
Previous to the attack, the German ambdmsa
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had issued a warning printed in New York
newspapers that it was unwise to travel on ship
entering a war zone carrying cargoes vital to th
Allies.

May 7, 1945- In a small red brick schoolhouse i
Reims, Germany, Field Marshall Alfred Jodl
signed thaunconditional surrender of all Germar
fighting forces thus ending World War II

May 7, 1954- The French Indochina War ended with t
fall of Dien Bien Phu, marking Vietnam's victory ove
French colonial forces which were then forced to withdr
from northen Vietnam.

May 8, 1942- During World War 1l in the
Pacific, the Battle of the Coral Sea began in wh
Japan would suffer its first defeat of the war.

May 9, 1862- During theU.S. Civil War, Gen.
David Hunter, Union commander of the
Department of the &ith, issued orders freeing th
slaves in South Carolina, Florida and Georgia.
did so without congressional or presidential
approval. The orders were countermanded by
PresidenfAbraham Lincolrnten days later.

May 10, 1869- The newly constructed trackd
the Union Pacific and Central Pacific railwa
were first linked at Promontory Point, Utah

May 11, 1862- To prevent its capture by Unio
forces advancing in Virginia, the Confedera
Ironclad Merrimac was destroyed by th
Confederate Navy. In March, thderrimac had
fought the Union IroncladVionitor to a draw.
Naval warfare was thus changed forever, mak
wooden ships obsolete.

May 11, 1969- During the Vietnam War, thé
Battle of "Hamburger Hill* bean. While
attempting to seize the Dong Ap BMountain
U.S. troops repeatedly scaled the hill over a
day period and engaged in bloody haodhand
combat with the North Viethamese.

May 12, 1949 - The Soviet Union lifted its
blockade of Berlin.

May 14,1607- The first permanent English
settlement in America was established at
Jamestown, Virginia, by a group of royally
chartered Virginia Company settlers from
Plymouth, England.

May 14, 1942- During World War II, an Act of
Congress allowed women to estlfor
noncombat duties in the Women's Auxiliary
Army Corps (WAAC), the Women Appointed
for Voluntary Emergency Service (WAVES),
Women's Auxiliary Ferrying Squadron (WAFS
and Semper Paratus Always Ready Service
(SPARS), the Women's Reserve of the Maring
Corp.

May 16, 1862- During theU.S. Civil War,

Union Gen.Benjamin Butler military governor
of New Orleans, issued his "Woman Order"
stating that any southern woman showing
disrespect for Union soldiers or the U.S. would
be regarded as a woman of the mowr
prostitute.

May 18, 1980- Mount St. Helens volcano
erupted in southwestern Washington State
spewing steam and ash over 11 miles up into
sky. This was the first major eruption since
1857.

May 19, 1930- The 27thAmendmento the
U.S. Constitution was ratified, prohibiting
Congress from giving itself pay raises.

May 19, 1943- Royal Air Force bombers
successfully attacked dams in the German Ru
Valley using innovative bakhaped bouncing
bombs that skipped along the waaed
exploded against the dams.

May 25 - Memorial Day in the U.S., also called
Decoration Day for the tradition of decorating
soldiers' graves with flowers. The observance
dates from Civil War years, with the first
documented observance on May 5, 1865.

May 25, 1787- The Constitutional Convention
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began in Philadelphia with delegates from seve
states forming a quorum.

May 26, 1940- The Dunkirk evacuation began t
save the British Expeditionary Fortappedoy
advancing German armies on the northern coa
of France. Boats and vessels of all shapes and
sizes ferried 200,000 British and 140,000 Freng
and Belgian soldiers across the English Chann
by June 2.

May 29, 1787- At the Constutional Convention
in Philadelphia the Virginia Plan was proposed
calling for a new government consisting of a

legislature with two houses, an executive chose
by the legislature and a judicial branch.

May 29, 1865- Following the U.S. Civil Warr,

President Andrew Johnsassued a proclamation
granting general amnesty to Confederates. The
amnesty excluded high ranking Confederates a
large property owners, who had to apply
individually to the President for a pardon.

May 30, 1943- During World War Il in the
Pacific, the Aleutian Islands off the coast of
Alaska were retaken by the U.S. 7th Infantry
Division.

May 31, 1862- During the U.S. Civil War, the
Battle of Seven Pines occurred as Confederate
Gen. Joseph E. Joktorés Army attacked Union
Gen. George McClellan's troops in front of
Richmond Virginia and nearly defeated them.
Johnston was badly wounded. Confederate Ge
Robert E. Lee then assumed command, replac
the wounded Johnston. Lee renamed his force
Army of Northern Virginia.
